In January, you will receive a Learning Update and in June you will
receive a Summary of Progress. Both of these reports will look very similar to what you have received
in the past. Teachers will also send home another written informal report at some point in April. This
one will not be quite as comprehensive as the other two but will still provide you with valuable
information about progress. In addition to these reports, teachers will periodically provide parents with
informal updates. These can be in the form of emails, phone calls, in-person meeting, written
summaries digital portfolios or student-led conferences. It is our intent to make sure that families are
kept apprised of the learning as the year progresses. As always, above and beyond these, families are
welcome to contact their children's teachers and/or school administration at any time.

Thank you as always for your ongoing support to ensure we continue to ensure that Bench remains
the amazing community we are.
